Rehabilitation from the state of 

California. 

A California Certificate of     

Rehabilitation is part of the   

California record-clearing     

process.  While it 

doesn't erase your criminal   

record, it is a court order that 

states that your criminal history 

is just that ð a thing of the 

past.  It essentially declares you a 

law abiding citizen.  To be given 

this certification, you must show 

exemplary citizenship and proof 

of a satisfactory period of     

rehabilitation which begins from 

the day you were released from 

custody.  Unlike a motion to seal 

and destroy your arrest records, 

a Certificate of Rehabilitation 

applies to actual criminal       

convictions, not just arrests.  

With all that being said, it is a 

major accomplishment to have 

the state recognize you as    

rehabilitated.   

òIt took a lot of work, my whole 

existence was gone over with a 

fine-toothed comb and I had to 

get recommendation letter from 

prominent members of the   

community,ó said Tracy.  This 

state recognition will help Tracy 

in all her future endeavors. 

Congratulation Tracy,          

on this extraordinary         

accomplishment! 

Turning your life around is a 

major accomplishment.  An  

individual must recognize the 

need for a change and then, truly 

want to change the habits and 

circumstances that led them to 

the current situation.  The   

transformation process requires 

strength, persistence, and the 

ability to stay focused on the 

ultimate goal when the view may 

be hazy.  Many people are not 

able to make the transformation; 

it can be a very daunting task to 

totally alter 

oneself.  You
